The Heritage Guelph/Eramosa Committee will receive the application, verify the submitted research and
consider for approval. It is important that the documents you submit accurately describe the history of
your building. If this information is not submitted, the Committee will be unable to process the application
quickly. The Township will contact you once the application is processed and will advise you of the
expected date your plaque will be provided from the Heritage Pride Program.
